If for any reason pupils are unable to complete 
homework assigned by class teacher - Parent/Guardian should write a quick note to explain 
reason for incomplete homework.

Pupil should complete corrections in 
test copy if applicable. 

●​ School Lunches 

After consultation with pupils, parents and staff our school has decided to make efforts to try 
to transition to hot meals lunches for the 25/26 school year. More details to follow. 

●​ Pre School Supervision 

Pre School Supervision by designated school staff will be in operation between 8.45am and 
9am. No pupils should be dropped off at school before 8.45am. Designated members of staff 
will be present at front and back of school to supervise pupils between 8.45 and 9am. 
Between 8.45am and 9am pupils should enter through school entrance gates promptly and 
make their way to their class line at the back of the school. For the first week Junior and 
Senior Infants can assemble at entry point closest to their classrooms where they will be met 
by Class Teachers.
